A federal report shows almost 40 percent 
of babies born in the U.S. in 2007 occurred 
among unmarried women. About 1.7 
million infants were born to single mothers, 
according to the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention’s National Center for Health 
Statistics. The number reflects a 26 percent 
increase over the 1.4 million in 2002 and 
more than double the number in 1980.
